To fulfill the requirement for pre-marriage instruction you may choose to participate in Premarital Class, six 

sessions led by James and Jaslyn Black ($50 for the Class); or the Marriage Series taught by Thom and Sue Keller, 

six sessions meeting in mid-winter; or if the timing of the Marriage Series or Classes does not coordinate with the 

wedding date, two or three Sit-down Sessions with the officiating pastor. 

The Premarital Class is tentatively planned for the fall; the Marriage Series: What does God say about marriage, 

will meet in the Sanctuary at 740 Willow Street (Calvary Chapel Lebanon) six Sunday evenings in mid-winter. 

Classes start at 6:30pm and run until 8pm.  Completion of the Premarital Class or the Marriage Series fills the pre-

marriage instruction requirement. 

 

These pre-marriage instruction experiences are mandatory for any marriage to be performed by a Calvary Chapel
